A journalist is a person involved in literary or journalistic activity around a periodic appearances (publication or, by extension, television,
radio, or Internet broadcast, etc.). The journalist, when in question is an affiliated person of a publication (newspaper, magazine etc.), it is called
pressman or newspaper man. To realize materials involving interaction with others (reports, interviews), the delegated journalist is called
reporter. Sometimes, technical assistants (photographers, operators, etc.) of a reporter are also called journalists. Originally, the word 'journalist’
have the same meaning as "pressman™ or "newspaper man", but has expanded the meanings in recent years as a result of developments of the
similar English word, journalist. In addition, the English word covers the critical meaning of the word in Romanian; for example, music
journalist phrase translates as “music critic”.

All specific activities and skills that show a journalist in this regard is called journalism.

Journalism is a field of study in contonous development and open to the most successful professional career. It forms communication
skills with the public and manages to represent its interests, making them known. It can serve as a media reporter, specialization in public
relations, publishing editors and librarians etc.

The features of a quality journalist

The journalist — person who collects and disseminates one or more information about current events, people, trends and issues

- person involved in literary or journalistic activity around a periodic appearances
The journalist’s qualities :

1. Fair - by covering events far from his own beliefs or political preferences.

2. Equidistant - in his stories he must be able to obtain information treating the subject from a position that does not allow tilting the balance
toward an opinion or another.

3. Independent - independence is not financial, but rather a pshychological independence.

4. Source of truth - he must always seek the truth, to document better and then to submit those being rooted the qualities mentioned. The ideal

journalist has many sources, many and reliable and knows how to work with them.

5. Honest — quality that occupy an important place among the qualities of an ideal journalist, referring mainly to the financial side. Journalists
should not be tempted to accept material goods in exchange for hiding or disclosure of information, and thus preserving the previous quality -
"presentation of truth".

6. Brave - the courage to ask difficult questions, the courage to publish something in detrimental to some important people, the courage to tell
the truth, the courage to support the story no matter the situation, the courage to report from the spot, the courage not to give in to pressures.

7. Sociable - and for this it needs a dose of charm. He needs that people who come into contact with, especially sources, to confide in him as to a
friend, allowing by that to get more information.

8. Polite - regardless to any situation and not to have a break down when is placed in extreme situations.

9. Punctually - time is sacred for journalists and the ideal journalist knows that. He should arrive on time in place of the press conference, he need
to write down information in real time, he must prepare the journalistic material in a short time. The journalist must be a small Cronos, meaning
to control his time better, and to divide it according to the work he must do so.

10. Cosmopolite - have flexible thinking, have large knowledge in various fields (history, politics, and culture), and always have the right people
around him.



APPENDIX 2:

Journalistic ethics

Ethics, in a general sense, is a branch of philosophy that seeks to elucidate the moral issues through a cognitive approach. Professional ethics can
be defined as a set of rules of conduct established in the workplace between employees, between them and the employer, between the employing
institution and society.

The fundamental principles of journalistic ethics are:

* Respect for the individual

* Veracity of facts (principle of truth, fairness information)

* Public interest

* Loyalty (to the public, to the media, to the professional community)

Respect for the individual

The person is seen here as a human being with social identity (name, likeness, ethical and legal rights) and social presence as a being endowed
with consciousness. From the perspective of journalistic approach, the ethical principles that should govern the protection of the person are:

- The person right to privacy

- Victim protection and protection of personal dignity

- Respect for difference and beliefs

- Equality as a norm of social life.

Main forms of aggression to privacy:intruziunea

- The disclosure of embarrassing facts

- Putting in a false light

- Advertising their name and image without the subject permission.

Examples of intrusion by a journalist

- Violation of home property - property infringement

- Infringement of intimate private space without person’s consent

- Breach of privacy itself by revealing actions from public space, but having private character

- Violations of intimacy in the private space, but which have public character
- Advertising private domain: home or other form of property, work space, intimate scenes and acts (of family, of group), personal documents,
photos etc.

Disclosure of embarrassing facts - refers to the specific content of the journalistic message. Embarrassing facts of a person may have public
character, but are not public interest, and others relate to advertising personal life: medical information, family, emotional, financial, etc.
Embarrassing facts can occur through self-effort of the journalist (story telling, movie shooting, direct photo shooting) or by an average
contribution of state bodies that do surveys, but are not public interest.

Presentation of a person in a false light - refers to tendentious interpretation, obviously interested, of real facts, association of brutal facts,
unidirectional, reductionist interpretation thereof in order to damage the honor or dignity of a person.

Publicity of a person image and name without the person consent — is related to the editorial approach and less to documentation. It is about
unfair advertising to privacy of persons, whether in are public space or in private one.

The principle of veracity, of accuracy of the facts

Presentation of truth must be fundamental for journalists, because the truth is the main source of their legitimacy and credibility. The min
criterion of assessment (measurement) of truth in journalism is the correctness of the facts presented,meaning that the journalist does not tend
towards a universal and absolute truth, but only for one factual. What the journalists always public is following of a spontaneous agreement
between the public, journalists, editors and owners regarding the public relevance or the relevance for the public of an event, fact, happening.
From the perspective of the writing material, the truth would mean:

determining the nature of the event, the causes, consequences, the people involved and those responsible
editorial accurate presentation of the event in his fundamental data

complete presentation of the event

disclosure of the sources nature and their level of credibility

granted the right to review for all those significantly involved in the event

avoiding personal involvement

presentation the fact according to it’s social importance

Conclusions: Journalism should be a vocation because the people that practice it will have a great social responsibility; it will be the one who
will inform, educate and shape the public cultural taste.

If the original media trusts have considered the Internet a threat to classic printed
media, now resorted to supplement funds allocated online editions, setting up specialized departments, updating sites several times a day,
launching blogs and forums discussions, providing multimedia content and free items or not in the print version of the publication. It can be
noted that some of the media trusts only resorted to online editions of newspapers / magazines and also transmission of the TV shows online.

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DEFINITION AND DESCRIPTION OF PRESS

The press consists of all elements of the media dealing with news delivery. These are newspapers,
magazines, radio, television and the Internet (online publications and blogs). The written press is the oldest and
most diverse field of media. This includes newspapers and magazines which are designed to keep the public
updated with the latest events. The easiest classification criterion regarding to written press is the rhythm of
appearance; there are daily, weekly, monthly, quarterly, and half-yearly and yearly publications. By the range that
the newspapers are distributed, the newspapers can be central, regional or local. By the type of information, they
can be with profile general or specialized in news from sports, economic, etc. The magazine is a periodic
appearance that includes articles, studies, reports, and notes from various fields or in a particular specialty (for
children, culture, music, science, fashion, financial information, etc.).

Print media has the character of an indirect communication because the interlocutors are not physically
present and multiple, because the writer addressed to several receivers.

Print media has advantages and disadvantages. Among the advantages we can mention that are an important source of
prestige; the emergence of a story about an institution in a newspaper that has a wide distribution and credibility strengthens
its reputation. Also written press, ensure distributing information on a wide area and in different social environments. Print
media has, however, some disadvatnages. For example, the news contains available information only for a short period of
time. Because of the reduction of readership and rising production costs, the printed press must allocate more space to the
commercials and ads. Reading newspapers is not equal, the reader does not read all the pages and headings, but only those in
which is interested or was accustomed.

Definition

1 The news means pure information. Without it, no newspaper could claim to exist. The central element of news is the facts
(what happened)

2 The news is an answer of a few questions: Who? (has done) what? (has done) When? (has done) Where? (has done),
Why? (has done) and How? (has done). Without these answers, we can not speak of complete news.

3 Not just any information can be news. To be considered news, information must have a lot of qualities. Novelty is the

most important quality of news. Therefore, the shortest definition of news might be: something we found out now.

The essential parts of written news are:
a. introduction or the head of news; is the core of the essential information, summarizing key information. It must be both

informative and incentive. In essence, it must capture the reader's attention and invite him to reading.



b. the body of news that develops introduction; It contains data that explains and deepens introduction, explanations that
help to placing events in context and a series of secondary data that complete the image of the facts. Background still has its
place in this part of the news.

c. the end of news that must be memorable and fix in the mind of the reader the event

We note briefly about the news:
— It is the most concise journalistic genre;

— ltis atype of information;

Represent a short story of a fact or event;

— Exclude any personal opinion of the journalist.
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Knowing that it is extremely important that the information must be true, supreme rule that we have to respect is of

crossing sources. That means that information must be verified from multiple sources, preferably at least three.

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Page Types

The cover of a magazine is its business card. Its design shows often that not always a central theme can be a good
illustration for the title. In such cases, it is recommended that the theme not to be shown through illustration, but as text. If
you put a picture on the cover, it must be suggestive. The writing must be legible. Cursive writing should be avoided. The
cover appearance reveals to reader the magazine character.

For a magazine the illustration on the cover it is important. Avoid graphics or drawing. As a rule, put a photo. If this is
a person, it must look forward. This way it is established an eye contact with the reader.

Standard pages contain themes that appear regularly in magazine. They can be: magazine page, advertising type,
opinion type, comments type, etc. To avoid monotony, it requires a variation through images or objects of different sizes.
The composition of such a page should consider the theme of the main article from the page. Title of the article will be
written with other characters. The article will thus draw the reader's attention. Same it is happening with big photos. After
the head page article, other articles will be of medium size. You can add briefings.

A magazine can attract through discussing topics and illustrations. There are magazines specialized in specific areas
or topics (literature, geography, history, etc.) that are designated for a particular audience. Some have varied content and

categories include entertainment, information, rebus, essays etc.



The magazine content
The content of a magazine should be graduated because no reader will approach it like a book. He just read what

interests him. First look at the magazine creates an impression on the content. The reader expects to see an article or
information that “jump in the eye”. Then read, discuss with friends and recommend or not the publication. It's good that a
rubric to have a place well established in a magazine that the reader will look for it from the beggining, if it is accustomed to
the format of publication. This is very important for the magazine. Once established a structure of the magazine it is good

that it be kept longer. A stable structure of the magazine is a basic tool for creating the link between the reader and the

magazine.

Before you search for information using search engines, we need to establish exactly what we want to know. Statistics
show that the choice of keywords necessary to obtain information represents 80% of difficulty of a searching. Intelligence
specialists have recourse to a number of search techniques to filter information:

- using keywords;
- expressions or combinations of several keywords;



- grouping terms using parentheses;

- writing terms with lowercase letters;

- avoid using conjunctions, verbs, adverbs and adjectives;
- avoid too "long" requests (more than 6-8 words).

Following the request, the search engines display a variable number of pages-result. If this number of pages is too
small or too large, it may be followed by a more refined search by changing keywords or the method of formulating, for
extending or restricting the search area. Looking for information should not stop after the first source display, which provide
information which we consider at the time satisfactory, but we must seek new, additional informations, using and other
strategies, changing keywords, or use another search engine.

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Documentation

Documentation for the collection of information or data requires taking steps, namely:
- establishing the requirements for seeking information;
- identifying the best sources and how they can be accessed.

Documentation for making a subject requires the completion of several steps:
a) preparation of documentation - setting the theme, the subject;
b) in fact documentation - gathering information using search engines on the Internet, and traditional sources;
c) analysis of data / information obtained. At the stage of analyzing information / data from various sources we should
always keep in mind the credibility and quality of information sources and their value to the truth, accuracy, importance and
timeliness of the information obtained. In this stage is made a primary processing of data / information by comparing and
completing them. In comparing the information obtained we have in mind primarly the novelty / their importance today,
considering what is different, you can note the similarities and differences in the information obtained for the subject chosen
as the theme, complete the information previously obtained with new elements obtained from other sources, are deleted
unimportant, insignificant information, or falling in too detailed or provides too specialized data;
d) keeping only the accurate and quality information. In thisstage we make a summary of all the information obtained, we
can make a plan of ideas, writing the main ideas from information sources. Information collected should be:
- true
- clear, contain no ambiguities
- complete, not cut from context

- setting blocking access to the website of people who do not respect the code of conduct in the online environment,
etc.
